What we did at our dictionary preparation “Sticker Party”

Sticker Party

A long work area is best.  The dictionaries can flow from one end to the other.

Someone to open boxes and stack dictionaries at station 1 and someone to fill boxes with completed dictionaries after station 3.

Station One (one person can feed 2 people at stations 2 and 3)
On the front cover apply the Rotary wheel sticker in the upper left corner.

No closer then ¼” from the binding.

Station Two
Position two dictionaries so their bindings touch.  Hold the ruler ¼” from the binding (ruler supported by second dictionary) and crease the front cover back.  The Rotary wheel sticker should be clear of the crease.
Station Three
Apply a 4 way test sticker to the inside of the front cover.  Two dictionaries can again be used for support.  The labels come on a roll with perforations.  They are much easier to apply if they are separated before the sticker party.
Peel the backing paper down from the top 1 to 2 inches.

Position the sticker in the center of the page and press down the top. 

Pull the paper backing toward the bottom as you smooth the label.

Put the dictionaries back in the original boxes.  We did not bag them at this point because of our storage arrangements.  48 come in a box, if you only put 40 in a box and stack them more than 2 high they fall.  8 extra dictionaries can be put on top of 4 bags of 10 to make the boxes more stable.  You will need to adjust some bag counts on distribution day.
We did 1248 dictionaries in 1-1/2 hours with 12 members.  We did it one evening and had pizza for dinner when we were done.  It turned out to be a great fellowship event.
